Matua Mac is the first point of contact in all instances and you can reach me either by email or on my cell phone, details are at the bottom of this panui. We would like to thank Whaea Joe Hunter, Whaea J (Mrs Neilson), Whaea A (Miss Brown) and Mr Sheilds for their continued support. 
This year is important for Wairua Pūhou as we are working towards reaching Nationals next year which means we need to place first or second in the regional competition which will most likely be held in Invercargill around July. Only two teams get to go to Nationals out of all kapa, from high school groups from Timaru, Otago,  Central Otago, and Southland.

There will be around eight noho held at Otago Girls High School. This involves your child to arrive at 7:00pm on a Friday evening and then be picked up at 5:00pm on a Sunday, a cost of $20 per weekend will be involved however if needed, financial assistance can be provided, see Matua Mac.

The A squad will be chosen 2 months away from regionals however everyone will get to perform at Polyfest. There are NCEA credits available in Māori Performing Arts, Dance, Music, Taonga Pūoro, Marae Tika and Māori Performance.
Finally, by signing this contract/ permission slip, you understand that Wairua Pūhou has high commitment expectations and that we operate under a mantra of ‘To be Excellent is Excellence’ and we expect our members to do well at everything they do including academia/ sports and home life.
